The Bourbonnais Township Mission Statement: *

“To enrich the quality of Life through
Recreation, Education,
and Preservation.”
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The artifacts at the Perry Farm represent a
heritage left by the pioneering families of
Thomas Durham, a Virginia Quaker, who

settled with his family on this farm in
1835, and his son-in-law, David Perry, a
Vermont stone mason and farmer. Thomas
Durham is remembered, by historians,
as the first “American -born” settler in

Bourbonnais Grove. This was to distinguish

the Durhams from the French Canadian
pioneers who had previously settled in
Bourbonnais Grove at La Pointe.
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Thomas Durham died in 1854 and was
buried in the corner of his orchard.
